CONTENTS

Unless the special conditions provide otherwise, those general conditions remain fully applicable. The numbering of the articles of the special conditions is not consecutive but follows the numbering of the articles of the general conditions. Exceptionally, and with the approval of the competent European Commission departments, other clauses can be indicated to cover particular situations.

the supply, delivery, siting and commissioning, testing of the following supplies:
Two (2) fully equipped container classrooms: focusing on natural resources conservation trainings and agro-digitalisation trainings.
These mobile units, each combining 2 containers (4 container units in total: 6m*2.44m*2 units  *2 set) and placed on a truck platform, will provide practical learning environment for both the trainers and the participants. The equipment of the containers include: sanitary elements, electricity and plumbing systems. The containers consist of the following components:
- Cooling-heating system 
- Electronic devices

· the technical offer (Annex III including clarifications from the tenderer provided during tender evaluation);
· the budget breakdown (Annex IV);
· specified forms and other relevant documents (Annex V);
The various documents making up the contract shall be deemed to be mutually explanatory; in cases of ambiguity or divergence, they shall prevail in the order in which they appear above. Addenda shall have the order of precedence of the document they are amending.

Together with the delivery, the Contractor shall supply:

Maintenance and user manuals than enable the Contracting Authority to ensure the offered goods are in accordance with the technical specifications provided in the tender dossier.

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable national laws during performance of the Contract.
While the Contracting Authority agrees to use its contacts with the authorities where appropriate to assist the Contractor in obtaining the requisite permits or import licences, the prime and ultimate responsibility and the cost for obtaining of these permits and licences shall lie with the Contractor who shall keep the Contracting authority informed.
If the Contractor is late in applying for or fails to apply for such permits or licences then it may not claim for extensions in the Period of Implementation or additional costs as a result.

10.1	All goods purchased can originate in any country.

11.1	The amount of the performance guarantee shall be 5% of the total contract price, including any amounts stipulated in addenda to the contract.

‘the seller delivers the goods when the goods are placed at the disposal of the buyer, cleared for import on the arriving means of transport ready for unloading at the named place of destination. The price of the supplies shall be that shown on the financial offer (specimen in Annex IV). 
15.1	The contractor shall define its prices in accordance with the regulations of Article 15 of the General Conditions.
Article 16	Tax and customs arrangements
16.1	Delivery conditions are DDP as mentioned in the general conditions.

18.1	The implementation of the tasks shall start on the date of contract signature by both parties.

19.1	The implementation period of tasks shall be 6 months.

24.2	No preliminary technical acceptance is required.

[bookmark: _heading=h.apx2zyhf9m4d]25.2	All of the goods will be inspected and tested at the place of acceptance in accordance with Article 25 of the general conditions and the practical arrangements for testing. The Contractor shall deliver and commission all equipment in order that the supplies are left in place fully operational and ready for use. The cost of consumables used during installation and commissioning and for running time, before provisional acceptance, shall be borne totally by the Contractor.
Article 26  General principles
26.1	Payments shall be made in RSD (for Serbian candidates)/EUR (for foreign candidates) in accordance with Articles 20.6 and 29.4 of the General Conditions into the bank account notified by the Contractor to the Contracting Authority. In case the contract is concluded in EURO, and payments are made in RSD, applicable exchange rate must be InforEuro exchange rate for the month of issuing of invoice.
	Pre-financing of 40% applies to this contract.
Payments shall be authorised and made by the legal representative of the Contracting Authority.
26.3	By derogation, the pre-financing payments shall be made within 90 days from the date on which an admissible invoice is registered by the contracting authority. The final payment to the contractor of the amounts due shall be made within 90 days following provisional acceptance of the goods, after receipt by the contracting authority of an admissible invoice.
26.5	In order to obtain payments, the contractor must submit to the authority referred to in paragraph 26.1 above:
a)	For the 40% pre-financing, by derogation from article 26.5 of the general conditions, no pre-financing guarantee is required.
b)	For the 60 % balance, the invoice(s) in triplicate together with the request for provisional acceptance of the supplies. 
26.9	This Contract does not include a price revision clause.

28.2	By derogation from Article 28.2 of the general conditions, once the deadline laid down in Article 26.3 has expired, the contractor shall, upon demand, be entitled to late-payment interest at the rate and for the period mentioned in the general conditions. The demand must be submitted within two months of receiving late payment.
Article 29	Delivery
29.1	The Incoterm applicable shall be DDP.
29.3	The packaging shall become the property of the recipient subject to environmental considerations.
29.4	The place of acceptance of the supplies shall be 21233 Čenej, Međunarodni put 162a, Republic of Serbia and the other container set 24340 Stara Moravica, Lajoša Košuta bb Republic of Serbia.
29.5/6/7	Each delivery shall be accompanied by the following documents:
a) User/Maintenance Manuals,
b) Warranty Certificate,
c) Statement drawn up by the Contractor which must attest that the delivered goods are new, in working order and compliant with all technical specifications of the Tender dossier. This statement must use the following wording:
<”Full official name of Contractor> attests that the delivered goods are new, in working order and compliant with all technical specifications of the Tender dossier.” >

The certificate of provisional acceptance must be issued using the template in Annex C11.
The supplies shall be taken over by the Contracting Authority when they have been delivered in accordance with the Contract, have been installed or have been commissioned as the case may be, have been satisfactory passed the required tests, and a certificate of provisional acceptance has been issued or is deemed to be issued. The Contracting Authority may appoint its representative to perform provisional acceptance/inspection on its behalf.
With provisional acceptance, the Beneficiary Institutions acquires full title and ownership to the goods supplied and the right to make full and unimpaired use of the supplies delivered. 
All provisions stipulated in Article 31 in the General Conditions remain applicable.

32.7	The warranty must remain valid for two years after provisional acceptance.

33.1	The Contractor shall ensure the provision of a reliable local after-sales service, guaranteeing maintenance, technical support, and the prompt supply of spare parts and consumables for the offered equipment following provisional acceptance. In the event of termination of production of the spare parts, advance notification to the Beneficiary will be sent to allow procurement of the parts required for 5 years from the date of manufacture.

40.4	Any dispute arising out of or relating to this contract which cannot be settled otherwise shall be referred to the exclusive jurisdiction of relevant court of law in Serbia applying the national legislation of the Contracting Authority.
